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1. Academic and Theoretical Contributions

The dissertation clarifies the interactive relationship between Taoism and the
indigenous folk beliefs of the Vietnamese in Central Vietnam, thereby proposing the concept
of “symbiosis” as a theoretical approach to the study of cultural exchange and acculturation. It
also elucidates the characteristics, typologies, and dynamics of rituals and magical practices
associated with Taoism in Central Vietnam—topics that have not been addressed in previous
research. Through a practitioner-centered approach, the study reveals the motivations, religious
and cultural significance, and role in spiritual security of these rituals and magical practices in
contemporary social contexts.
2. Practical Contributions

The dissertation provides a valuable and previously unpublished body of field data on
Taoism and folk beliefs in provinces such as Quang Tri, Hue, Da Nang, and Quang Nam. This
includes a catalog of Sino-Vietnamese (Han-Nom) texts on rituals and magic, as well as
information on Taoist temples, worship sites, amuletic artifacts, pantheons of deities, and
related symbols. This database reflects the actual "symbiosis™ between Taoism and local folk
beliefs and serves as a significant resource for further research, education, cultural-religious
management, and the preservation of intangible cultural heritage at the local level.
3. Methodological Contributions

Employing a practitioner-centered approach, the dissertation combines ethnographic
and anthropological methods with symbolic analysis to construct a comprehensive picture of
the Dbelief systems, worldview, and spiritual life of Viethamese communities in Central
Vietnam. It stands as a model of interdisciplinary methodology integrating anthropology,
cultural studies, and religious studies.
4. Distinction from Previous Research

In contrast to earlier studies that often emphasized the Sinocentric nature of Taoism,
this dissertation focuses on Vietnamese Taoism as a distinct form of Taoist tradition
characterized by strong localization, selective adaptation, and flexible application to meet the
needs of modern Vietnamese society. By approaching rituals and magical practices as a
dynamic, adaptive, and flexible system, the dissertation offers a novel contribution to the study
of religious exchange and acculturation in Vietnam.
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
