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New academic and theoretical contributions:

Developing an integrated multi-dimensional analysis framework: Building an
integrated theoretical framework based on the Theory of Planned Behavior (TPB),
Social Capital Theory, and Common-Pool Resource (CPR) management. This
integration helps explain participation behavior not only from an individual
psychological perspective but also through social network structures and the specific
water resource management mechanisms of the lagoon region.

Deciphering the "Intention-Behavior Gap" phenomenon: The dissertation
contributes to behavioral theory by establishing the role of moderating variables. The
study indicates that barriers related to capital, institutions, and skills act as filters that
weaken the link between intention and behavior. This serves as an important theoretical
premise for future research analyzing community participation in the context of
developing countries, where structural barriers are often significant.

Conceptualizing '"Amphibious Livelihoods'": The dissertation clarifies the
concept of "amphibious livelihoods," where the boundaries between fishing and tourism
services are intertwined. The study argues that sustainable participation does not involve
residents completely abandoning fishing, but rather the ability to "integrate" tourism
into the existing livelihood ecosystem to minimize risks.

Refining the theory of substantive co-management: Based on Ostrom’s theory,
the dissertation asserts that community-based tourism (CBT) in lagoon areas is a form
of common resource governance. This contribution helps managers view CBT as a
resource conservation mechanism by empowering those directly using the resource with
the right to provide services.
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
